In all the hollow Ways cut on the flancks of Sonmma
by the Torrents of rain Water, Strata of erupted mat-
er exatly fimilar to thofe of VEsuvius (fee Plate XXXIX)
are very vifible.

The Author communicated this obfervation to the
Rovar Sociery or Lonpon in his letter of the sth of
March 1771. as may be feen in the Philofophical Tran-
faétions . Monfieur Ferber a Sweedish naturalift was at
Naples 1n the year 1772., and has published this difco-
very as his own in one of his letters to Monlicur de
Born, upon the fubje& of the Natural Hiftory of Iraly.

This volcanick produ&ion has certainly no appearance
of being fuch , and proves the difficulty of afcertaining
the origin of any one produétion of nature , that r
have undergone various operations, before it pref
felf to our infpeion. What can be more different iIn
appearance than the lava and the fubftance reprelented
in this plate? and yer they are the very fame, only
differently combined .
