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Dr. Brown will discuss two major World Bank Projects using them as case examples: 

The African Capacity Building Foundation in Zimbabwe and the Bank's Governance Program in a Post-

Cashgate Malawi.

Since 2011, he has been Task Manager for the World Bank’s support 

to the ACBF, which has been at the forefront of supporting the 

creation of African think tanks.
