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This article is intended to encourage our second generation Tamil
students to make use of their knowledge of Tamil toward their progress during
their college studies. Many colleges in the US require that their students get at
least two years of second language proficiency as part of their undergraduate
curriculum. When any of the second generation Tamil students get a skill in
Tamil literacy at community schools or from their own families, they should make
it a point that their knowledge is used to waive the above requirement in the US
colleges. The University of Pennsylvania’s Penn Language Center does let
Non-Penn and Penn students take a proficiency test to prove their skill in any
language. This will indeed save not only lots of money from their parents but
would also save their precious time while attempting to major in science or other
disciplines of their choice. Students who have enough proficiency in the Tamil
language should make use of this opportunity for sure, so their success in
colleges can be made much easier.
